� Every scholar discipline is concerned. Every 
change in curricula includes ICT skills. 

� The digital gapis no longer about connexion, not � The digital gapis no longer about connexion, not 
that much about technical skills, but it is rather a 
cognitive gap.

� A certificate for ICT skills, B2i, has to be passed, 
at each level. The focus is on critical skills.

� Politics is not in a re-formatting mode, but in an 
integration mode, in all disciplines.

Inquiry on the web
�Learning investigation methods 
involves deeply the students relation 
to knowledge...

� Suspension of judgment: retaining 
one’s opinion before a minimal 
inquiry about the subject.inquiry about the subject.

� Research over Internet must include 
the questions about Who is speaking ? 
From where does he or she speaks ? 
Why does he or she speak ?

� Inquiry begin with a question and 
leads to a personal, partial and 
temporary answer : here, a website. �http://iter.wifeo.com/



Crucial challenges 

Media educationis the way to get more media literacy. 
It should include :

� Learn topics that you cannot learn by yourself 
(because being familiarwith media devices is not (because being familiarwith media devices is not 
being competentor skilled…)

� Become aware of what to do with information and 
technology, how to use it in the best way for action, 
creativity, learning and decision in the society ; and 
not be naive.

� Develop skills that give more authorityabout what 
you publish.



Crucial challenges

Teachers and supervisors need a higher media 
literacy

� Having media skills is not enough to become a good 
media educator. Teachers and supervisors need a 
good and updated training.good and updated training.

� A good job is done in informal (and formal) 
education to help teens making their own media : 
films or pocket-films, radio, newspapers, etc.

� But school has to give serious critical abilities and 
information literacy, because it concerns the relation 
with knowledge ; and it needs time.
