1974 : Ina founded 

1992 : Ina entrusted with the legal deposit of all TV &  
              radio archives 

1999 : Ina initiated a large-scale archival protection and  
              digitisation plan 

2004 : Launching of inamediapro.com website, B2B service 

2006 : Launching of ina.fr website, B2C service 

2011 : Over half of the collections (790,000 hours,  
 440,000 hours  of videos and 350,000 hours of sound)  
are restored and digitised 

2015 : France will be the first country to have saved 100% of  
              its audiovisual memory 



3 missions of Ina 

Preserve : EXCEPTIONAL MATERIAL 

60 years of TV & 70 years of radio : with over 3 million hours of TV & radio, Ina 
is the largest audiovisual centre in the world. 

 

Promote : AUTHENTICATE FOR BETTER UNDERSTANDING 
In addition to preservation, Ina’s mission is to classify images to ensure they 
make sense, to provide an official label.
